	Discussion  including relationship to other Council acitonsRow1: The purpose is to provide safety and security to visitors in the City’s entertainment districts including 18th & Vine, Country Club Plaza, and Westport . The Jackson County Sheriff’s Office agreed to provide off duty officers as security to the entertainment districts.  The funding originally allocated to KCPD for 18th & Vine security in the amount of $522,000.00 as part of the FY2022-23 Adopted Budget has been transferred to the General Services Department to provide security services.
 
The City earned interest on the balance of the American Rescue Plan Fund and request to transfer these funds to support the Westport and Plaza entertainment districts in the amount of $232,000.00 and to fund RebuildKC projects in the amount of $518,743.26. 

The City desires to fund security services at the Plaza and Westport to provide increased presence in these areas. The presence of officers is a concerted effort to upgrade and streamline security operations to better ensure the safety of the thousands of people visiting the entertainment districts on any given day or night during summer months. t
