LEGISLATION IN BRIEF:

To Authorize a CCEED Funding Agreement with Palestine Economic Development Corporation

What is the reason for this legislation?

This ordinance authorizes the Director of Neighborhood and Housing
Services Department to execute a $2,288,008 Central City Economic
Development (CCED) funding agreement with Palestine Economic
Development Corporation and the Kansas City Area Transportation
Authority (KCATA) for a transportation-oriented project that will
include construction of thirty-nine assisted living units from
previously-appropriated funds.

The CCED Board approved the project and the City Council accepted
the recommendations and authorized the Director of Neighborhood
and Housing Services to negotiate a funding agreement in Second
Committee Substitute for Resolution No. 190662.

In Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 190642, the Council
appropriated $2,288,008 for this project to Account No.
22-2200-575998-B, the “Central City Economic Development Sales
Tax Projects” fund.

This ordinance removes Housing references
from Neighborhoods’ Division 13 and creates
a new Housing Department in a new Division
15, with various functions relating to Housing
being moved to the new Housing Department.
