The Project proposes to expand contractual obligations of
the City to perform, thereby allowing additional
reimbursement on an ALT Fuel grant as adopted via
contract under Ordinance number 190229 on March 29,
2019. The Project will reimburse part of the Alternate Fuel
incremental charge associated with purchase of 4-CNG
tandem-axle dump-trucks which were not grant assisted
before. There is no fiscal liability as the units have already
been purchased and paid for via prior appropriation, so this
ordinance proposed is only to accept additional available
grant moneys associated with this particular DOE
grant.With each diesel truck we replace using a CNG
equivalent, we lower the per-truck carbon footprint by
