PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

• Vendor operates 3 predetermined 
locations

• Maintain a food commissary permitted 
through a regulatory authority

• Permit Fee = $230.00 annually

• Limited to service of only:

• Non-time/temperature control for 
safety foods;

• Pre-prepared time/temperature 
control for safety foods maintained 
at proper temperatures; or

• Preparation of pre-cooked foods 
offered for retail sale.

PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

• Handwashing sink easily 
accessible with pressurized hot and 
cold water at serving location with 
proper overhead protection

• All food shall be obtained from 
sources that comply with all laws 
related to food and food labeling.

• During food service operation, 
permit must be displayed in an area 
that is conspicuous to the consumer. 

• Annual Permit (January –
December)
