	Discussion  including relationship to other Council acitonsRow1: Reinvestment in and replacement of certain infrastructure is critical. Our urban core water mains are 75-125 years old. These aging water mains and related infrastructure impact the City in several ways, including but not limited to, increased O&M costs, increased water loss, and increased liability for damages.
Revenue collected from customers enables the continued funding of the renewal and replacement fund and ensures adequate capital reinvestment in the system, allowing the City to maintain service levels. In the long term, keeping overall costs manageable for ongoing maintenance and operation of the system.
This ordinance maintains a five percent Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) to the General Fund. The PILOT is imposed on the Water Services Department, and passed onto the inside city water customer.
This ordinance will provide the water utility a 5% revenue increase from fees, commodity and service charges.
The fees and charges in this ordinance reflect the projected costs to operate the Water Utility and provide service to its customers. The rates provided for in this ordinance will increase the average monthly residential water bill by $2.02 per month, based on the most recent 12 months of average monthly usage data (Dec 2020 to Nov 2021) of 5.25 ccf (3,927 gallons per month). The average residential water bill will increase from $40.38 to $42.40 per month. The rate structure is proposed to be effective on billings for usage on or after May 1, 2022. For billings prior to May 1,
