	LEGISLATION IN BRIEF: This legislation is to approve the workers' compensation claim of Carl L. Johnson, Jr., injury number 20-065507, date of injury 09/20/2020.
	What is the reason for this legislationRow1: Carl Johnson is a maintenance worker for the Water Department. On September 30, 2020, while digging a ditch, he experienced significant bilateral shoulder pain. He was treated by Dr. Erich Lingenfelter who performed a left shoulder arthroscopic repair of a superior rim subscapularis tear, a full-thickness lateral rotator cuff tear, with two anchors and subacromial decompression and distal clavicle excision as well as a right shoulder arthroscopic repair of a subscapularis tendon, with anchor, and subacromial excision. Mr. Johnson was left with permanent restrictions as to the left shoulder. This settlement is for a lump sum of $60,000.00 that is full and final and closes out future medical care.
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
