LEGISLATION IN BRIEF:

Accepting and approving a $145,000.00 contract with the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services
to conduct child care sanitation inspections in Kansas City, Missouri; and designating requisitioning authority.

What is the reason for this legislation?

To accept and approve a contract with the
Department of Health and Senior Services
(DHSS) to support the safety inspections by
Health Department staff of all permitted childcare
facilities. This ordinance will allow the City’s
Health Department to enter into a participation
agreement with the state’s Department of Health
and Senior Services to conduct routine
inspections of licensed childcare facilities in the
City of Kansas City. This is a three year
participation agreement and supports the costs to
the City associated with these inspections for the
period of 1 October 2022 through 30 September
2025.
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Discussion (including relationship to other Council
actions)

The state regulates and permits approximately
460 facilities in the City of Kansas City to care
for children during daytime and nighttime
operations. The State contracts with the Health
Department to conduct inspections of these
permitted facilities to assure that the children are
cared for in a safe and healthful environment.
Inspections focus on disease prevention; safe
food handling; safe storage of toxic agents,
cleaners and medicines; pest control; safe water
supplies; basic evaluation and control of lead
hazards and other environmental hazards in all
regulated child care facilities.
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
