	LEGISLATION IN BRIEF: Aim4Peace has received a three year $2,000,000 award from the Bureau of Justice Assistance to implement the Cure Violence model and expand the program's efforts in other areas of the city.
	What is the reason for this legislationRow1: The City of Kansas City, Missouri (KCMO) Health Department's Aim4Peace Program (A4P) has been awarded this grant. A4P has implemented its violence prevention program in the two Level One trauma centers in Kansas City. This grant expands the work into various neighborhoods in the urban core with particular attention within the KCMO Police Department's East Patrol Division, the most violent jurisdiction. Beneficiaries are urban core residents, primarily Black, Indigenous, and people of color (BIPOC) and lower-income households. The funds will support work to assist in preventing violence in diverse communities by increasing the organization's capacity to case manage high-risk individuals. who have been impacted by violence.

Aim4Peace programming aims to remove barriers to access and opportunity for the targeted BIPOC communities served. Throughout the grant period, the Team will work with and strengthen the VFKCC, an existing partnership with multidisciplinary stakeholder members. 30% of the budget, is allocated to the sub awardee, Mattie Rhodes Center, to assemble a Hispanic response team to support the program. Outcomes with primary activities include: strengthening the existing multidisciplinary team, conducting a new needs assessment to compliment the 2020 Blueprint, creation of a new Violence Reduction Strategic Plan, participating in all trainings, TA and evaluation required by the BJA, developing a sustainability plan with the CVIPI partnering team, and ultimately, preventing and reducing violent crime.
