Approval of Minutes for Business Session of December 1, 2022: Minutes were approved unanimously.
Short Term Rental Compliance Audit: Douglas Jones, City Auditor & Jonathan Liquor, Auditors Office Presented. The presentation reviewed property owner's compliance with laws and regulations governing short-term rentals in Kansas City, Missouri. The purpose of the audit is to ensure that the property owner is operating their rental following these laws and regulations. There are several potential negatives of short-term rentals identified in Kansas City, Missouri. Some of these include increased traffic and noise in residential neighborhoods, which can be disruptive for permanent residents. Higher demand for housing in cities with a high number of short-term rentals can drive up housing prices and make it difficult for locals to find affordable housing. Short-term rentals can pressure the local infrastructure, such as water and sewage systems, leading to higher resident costs. Short-term rentals may not provide the same level of safety and security as traditional rental properties since they are not subject to the same regulations. Finally, short-term rentals can be a source of conflict between property owners and neighbors, as some neighbors may feel that the rentals disrupt the neighborhood's character. Overall, short-term rentals' negative impact on cities and residents can be significant. Local governments must carefully regulate and monitor these rentals to ensure that they do not cause harm to the community.The Auditor presented 4 recommendations and the Director of Planning agreed with all four recommendations. KCATA Service Presentation: Frank White III & Tyler Means, Kansas City Area Transportation Authority, presented. Downtown Kansas City, Missouri, is currently served by 42 KCATA and eight Johnson County Transit “The JO” bus routes, designed primarily to transport workers into and out of downtown. The primary focal point of service is KCATA’s 10th & Main Transit Center, but its small size requires many routes to operate to other locations downtown. Consequently, there is currently little consistency in how bus service works downtown. In addition, with the development of new convention, sporting, and cultural facilities, the Power and Light District, and more people moving downtown, travel demands are changing. This concept is designed to improve downtown transit service, better meet the evolving needs of Kansas City, and provide a better balance of service to residents, workers, and visitors. The reconfiguration of downtown routes based on an intersecting trunk route service design, forming Transit Emphasis Corridors (TEC) along Grand Boulevard and 11th and 12th Streets to simplify, accelerate, and improve downtown transit service. Facilitate connections between bus routes and streetcar service. The addition of bus lanes on Grand Boulevard and 11th and 12th Streets to make service faster and more reliable. Third, regular bus stops are consolidated into Transit Emphasis Corridor (TEC) Stations to make waiting more comfortable and service faster. In addition, TEC Stations would provide facilities and amenities similar to MAX contains. Fourth, developing a new East Village transit hub to improve connections and eliminate the 10th & Main Transit Center. A digital copy of this presentation is on file in the city clerk's office.
